Detectives Investigating
Shooting in Bear Area
Shopping Center

The Delaware State Police are investigating a shooting that
occurred in the Sunset Station parking lot in Bear on Sunday
morning.

On March 2, 2025, at approximately 10:51 a.m., troopers
responded for a report of shots fired at Sunset Station
shopping center, located at 1835 Pulaski Highway in Bear. The
preliminary investigation revealed that the victim was driving
through the parking lot in a Chevrolet Equinox when he
encountered 3 unknown male suspects walking in the road. The
suspects and the victim began arguing, during which the victim
briefly got out of his vehicle. As the victim entered his
vehicle after the argument, 2 of the suspects pulled out
handguns, and fired an unknown number of shots at the victim’s
Equinox. The vehicle was struck by gunfire; however, the
victim was not injured. After the shooting, the suspects fled
on foot towards the neighborhood behind the shopping center.
Troopers searched the area for the suspects, but were unable
to locate them.

The suspects are described as 3 unknown black males wearing
dark-colored clothing. At least 2 of the suspects are possibly
armed. Surveillance video and images are not yet available.

The Delaware State Police Troop 2 Robbery Unit continues to
investigate this incident. Detectives are asking anyone with
information about this case to contact Detective J. Dempsey by
calling (302) 365-8472.
