Multiple  Special  Operations  Response  Teams  and
Conflict  Management  Teams  from  allied  police  agencies  are
attempting  to  make  contact  with  the  male  subject  and  are
continuing to attempt to persuade him to surrender.

Residents  in  the  area  remain  evacuated.   The  Odessa  Fire
Company, located at 304 Main Street in Odessa, has opened its
facility to temporarily house the evacuated residents of Brick
Mill Farms Development while allied police agencies continue
to negotiate with the armed barricaded subject.
